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Resume. Una mirada superficial al Gobierno de Salvador Allende lo califica como re-
presentante de los trabajadores y del pueblo y lo muestra como un gobierno derribado por la 

iniciativa de los militares. Pero el análisis de las fuentes revela que, en realidad, Allende 

nunca contó con la mayoría social y enfrento una oposición que fue creciendo hasta alcanzar 

una amplia mayoría de chilenos. Primero se produjo una reacción de intereses sociales 

vinculados al desabastecimiento y a las amenazas laborales; a ella se sumo una reacción 

gremial, fundada en intereses corporativos de mediano plazo, para agregarse finalmente una 

reacción institucional formada por intereses nacionales de largo plazo. Los militares 

canalizaron con su pronunciamiento todo ese descontento. 
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Abstract. "September 11,  1973: The military finished what the civilians had started". A 
superficial look at Allende's rule would suggest that his administration represented the 

workers and the people and that its collapse was single-handedly orchestrated by the 

military. However, a deeper analysis of the sources reveals that Allende was never really 

backed by a social majority and that he in fact faced an opposition that grew steadily to 

include the majority of the Chilean people. First of all, Allende's policies provoked social 

disgruntlement due to the lack of basic supplies and the uncertain labor situation. A collective 

union reaction countered the policies, based on medium-term corporate interests and was 

finally joined by an institutional opposition rooted in a long-term national view. The military 

incorporated these sources of dissatisfaction into its proclamation. 
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
